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1. How many times have you visited Kosovo, and how did you get interested for problems of local people?

I visited Kosovo and Metohija more than 30 times. I got interested from December 2000 when I was in KiM for the first time because I was shocked about the fact that nobody was telling the truth about the real situation of Serbian minority and so-called “enclaves” that are actually concentration camps, or, better, lagers! I wrote two books about these issues, “Lost Kosovo?” and “Kosovo and Metohija, the impossible return”, both published in Italian and Serbian languages.
2. You have been covering the “Yellow house case” for quite some time. What information did you get during your investigation?

I investigated, like other Serbian, Russian, Italian journalists, about what really happened to Serbian people missing in Kosovo. Belated apologies of Carla del Ponte in her book “The hunting” confirmed what people say all around Kosovo and Metohija. I collected a huge amount of stories, connections, testimonies. The problem is that Kosovo-Albanians refuse to speak about this issue and a lot of witnesses are dead.

Notwithstanding this, it’s just out my new book “Vučije Srce/ Cuore di lupo” (in Serbian/Italian languages) with 4 true vicissitudes of missing Serbian in KiM between 1998 and 1999: I decided to narrate in detail what happened but in  romance form, like a novel with a very hard message. 
3. Do you know where were the abducted Serbs first taken to, where was their health controled, what was usual procedure?

Kidnapped Serbs have been first taken in illegal secret prisons of U.C.K. located in formers schools, stores, farms (in K. Kamenica, in I.B.G. electrics farm near Gnijlane, etc.) Part of abducted, kidnapped, missing Serbs were destined to improve human organs market. Part of missing Serbs were deported to “horror lagers” in Albania. We know the name of horror camps in Kukesh and Trpoje. They have been explanted of different organs one by one (kidney, liver, heart) for letting in international market of human organs toward several countries in Western Europe, in Middle and Far East, in order to providing money for UCK criminal activities. The final medical activity, i.e. explantation has been managed in Burel (precisely in the so-called “ yellow house”20 km. from Burel) in central Albania. Once there, Serbian prisoners were no more put on torture but well attended before submission to explantation, mutilation and dead . The human organs were presumably sent from Airport “Mother Teresa of Calcutta” in Tirana. 
 This is also described in Carla Del Ponte’s biography “The hunting”.   Only ”healthy” subjects were selected for this. Human organs market is a business and there’s no way that this could have been realised without a very complex criminal organisation, involving medical equipment, technical resolution for a quick transportation of the organs, political and international partnership in crime.
     4. Did you discover by which channels were the organs transported, and what was their final destination (which country)? What happened with body of the victims?
Carla Del Ponte knew about these “horror lagers” from  2003: in this year a direct witness, U.C.K. veteran testified in Hague Tribunal for international war crimes as undercover witness “K 144”, declaring his direct involvement in this criminal activity under supervision of Hashim Thaci, former general commander of U.C.K.

Following this declaration Del Ponte accomplished an investigation on the spot in the same year  2003 visiting the so-called “yellow house” near Burel with some investigators of Tribunal and an attorney of Tirana Tribunal.

According to the testify of “K 144” in Northern Albania several lagers directed toward human organs market have been placed. It’s there that the Serbians kidnapped in KiM, specially between 1998 and 1999, have been confined, explanted, murdered.

 The witness spoke about common graves in this area, confirming that the biggest common grave was situated near Burel:   “K 144” declared also that he personally participated in burying Serbian people there. When the investigation began, the bodies have been exhumed and subdivided in different graves.     
5. Do you have any estimate of the price of the organs in the black market?

For one kidney from 10.000 to 30.000 marks, for one liver 50.000 and for the heart the criminal organisation provided for reserved negotiations. It’s important to know (as some exponent of Medical Academy in Belgrade underlined) that in that time the prices of humans organs were on the fall through the remarkable  breaking in of human organs at low price.


6. Did you discover where the money earned this way finally went?

According to witness “K 144” 80% of the money was for general command of U.C.K. and 20% for direct executors. More or less 4 millions of German marks were shared between U.C.K. and several middlemen, executors, ecc.

7. Do you have the same information as Serbian prosecutor office, that some of the high Albanian authorities were involved in this?
A criminal activity of monstrous and huge significance can not have been carried out without political, medical, international complicity. Referring “Albanian authorities” you have to specify if you are speaking about “Albanian authorities” in Tirana or “Kosovo-Albanian authorities” in Priština. The central role of U.C.K. in all this activity is undeniable and unquestionable. 

8. In the year 2000, you stated that there is a morgue in Pristina with the bodies of murdered Serbs. Did you try to investigate further this information, and what did you find out? What were the reactions of people you addressed with this issue?
I couldn’t speak about this issue in the year 2000 because I was in KiM just for the first time in December 2000. I’ve been talking about this argument  a couple of years later. I received exactly this piece of  information at the Department for Missing People in the Ministry for Kosovo and Metohija in Belgrade, referring to more or less 300 unknown bodies laying in Priština Mortuary. Many of the bodies are dismembered and still unknown.
9. What Serbia, by your opinion, should do in order to discover the truth? Do you think that, so far, Serbia put enough effort in this case?
Serbia has to move forward but without forgetting that Serbian people has been attacked, slandered, humiliated but never defeated. I’m waiting for justice and truth about what happened in Serbia, above all in Kosovo and Metohija. Moreover, I’m sure that the Serbians will be able to fight against international abuse, for the truth, the justice, for their own dignity oppressed and violated. 
10. During your investigation, did you get any help from your country mad in peace keeping forces? Was it easier for you to get information and relevant interlocutor being Italian?
I had a very relevant help from Italian Carabinieri present in M.S.U (Multinational Specialised Unit) with base camp near Priština. They gave me information, escort, security, support, assistance, particularly during my investigation for my first book “Lost Kosovo?”. And above all they gave me  friendship and confidence. 
11. There were many reports on Italian soldiers who, after serving in Kosovo, got cancer. Did you investigate this, and what did you find out?

I’m cooperating since many years with the more representative organisation for Italian contaminated soldiers and their families, A.N.A.V.A.F.A.F. The president is a former Admiral of Italian Military Navy, Falco Accame. I can affirm that we have evidence of sick and dead soldier veterans of international missions in Gulf, Iraq, Afghanistan, Bosnia Herzegovin and Kosovo. Security measures preserving from Depleted Uranium have been taken too late for Italian soldiers: we got nearly 220 dead and 1.700 sick people. I want to point out that the entire territory of Kosovo and Metohija has been struck and contaminated by Depleted Uranium and the consequences are incalculable for civil population. 
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
